New Things for the New Year

Casualties for the 2010 season include Tom Giblin, Tony Inamorato, Kevin Stevenson, Al Vandetty and Nick Tomaine.  Filling the void this year will be 4 new guys and a Prodigal Son.  Pat O'Donnell, Bill Minford and Phil Torrens will be sandbagging in the A division while Tom Carr will find a home in the B division.  Herman Ellzy played with us from 1999 to 2002 and made the play-offs three out of four of those years.  He'll of course be going to the A division since he's never shot above an 88 stroke average.  

The A division will be getting another addition in the form of Vince Caligiuri.  A 26 handicap was low enough to get Vince back into the A division this year.  This gives the A Division a range of  14 to 26.  The lowest person in the B division is a 28.  So the range of the B division is 28 to 43.  But the USGA caps the handicap at 36, so no one in the B division gets any more than that during regulation play.  

Also, the closest to the pin money will be different this year.  Instead of $25.00, the payout is $20.00, but you can get the additional $5.00  if you convert the birdie.  The remainder, if any, will go into the Scramble fund.

Wait a minute...  That's the story I wrote LAST year.  This year, Vince went in 10 days before the first match for hernia surgery and again, he pre-played the first two matches.  I don't know about you, but I think I'm starting to see a pattern develop here...

Rules:  Changes and Reminders

(Or the don’t say I didn’t tell you section)

All of you new guys should take time to read this (and the entire rules section on the web site).  For the most part, we play by the PGA rules, but we have a few rules of our own and a few exceptions to the PGA. 

Putts:
Putting is a money category and ALL putts must be played to the bottom of the cup.

Turning In a Card:
If you miss a regularly scheduled match and are not able to play your opponent head to head, you are allowed to play the course you missed and turn in a card.  The concept of turning in a card was based, in part, on the rule that all matches had to be made up before the next scheduled match and that there are inevitable situations during the summer that due to vacations and emergencies, people are not always able to attend each match.  But we need to remind everyone how important it is to give your opponent the chance to play your match head-to-head if at all possible. 

Closest to the Pin
For you new guys, your fee includes money towards closest to the pin on 2 par 3’s, one on the front and one on the back.  Everyone kicks in money for this prize fund.  Whoever gets closest to the pin claims the cash, which will now be $20.00 with a $5.00 bonus for a birdie.

Playoffs:
The playoffs will be scheduled after the last match since there will only be 2 foursomes in the first and one in the second.  You must be able to attend scheduled playoff matches.  The playoffs and Championship round are the only rounds where you MUST play head to head.
Ties:

To determine the ranking in the playoffs, ties will be determined by the following tiebreaker system: 

Match points - (Head to head) will be the first tiebreaker.  

Par/Birdie Points - if there is a tie for match points head to head, the second tie breaker will be the amount of Par/Birdie points each player has accumulated.  

The third tiebreaker will be the total number of putts for the season.  

In the unlikely event two players are still tied, ranking will be determined by the flip of a coin. You must be able to attend scheduled playoff matches. 

Handicaps:

Anyone coming into the league without an established handicap has to declare a stroke average.  From this, a handicap is calculated using the formula (stroke average – 71 times 90%).  That initial handicap will be re-calculated after the new member plays his first three matches and that new handicap will be retro-active to the first match so it’s possible some of the early match outcomes may change.

Out of Bounds – normally plays the same BUT if you didn’t know that the ball was out when you get to it, take a 2 stroke penalty and drop it 2 club lengths from where it went out.

Lost Ball – Just like Out of Bounds, if you cannot find your ball, drop one about where you think it should have been (within 2 club lengths) and take 2 strokes.  

Bumping – Rolling the ball is allowed in your own fairway.

Jersey Rule – If the course is in bad shape and your ball comes to rest where there would normally have been grass, or if you’re on a root or a rock, you should be allowed to move your ball no closer to the hole and not to better your position.  But remember, you should never touch or move a ball in play before you check with your opponent.
